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To ask yourself right questions helps to formulate a precise and complete context : How have you been creating this device ? Was it to answer

a problem ? Was it for an economic reason ? Was it for a hobby, or to full$ll your curiosity ? What is its added value, its interest ? According to

our experience, the integration of the low-tech of the $eld represents a real problematic. Is your low-tech used on the $eld ? If yes, how big ?

Where ? How has it been integrated (sharing means, integration ways, etc.) ? By who (local initiative, foreign NGO, state, etc.) ? (image 2)

Otherwise, how could it be implemented ? By who ? Beyond the necessity, what are the obstacles that could disfavor it (changing in the

habits, economic constraints, ergonomic problematics, etc.) ? Furthermore, is a business model possible around the low-tech ? In which way

could it improve the life of the ones developing it, dealing it, selling it ? Indeed, local entrepreneurs can bene$ciate of low cost

commercialization, making local population pro$t of these low-techs in the same time.
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
